  Food For Thought    Revisited   With Pastor Bill 
To abandon one's religious faith is to commit apostasy.  Having once trusted in Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior and then completely  
rejecting his plan of salvation qualifies one as a backslider.  We are told in II Thess. 2:3 that the anti-christ will not be revealed until a great 
apostatizing from the faith occurs.  “Don't let anyone deceive you in any way, for that day will not come until the rebellion (apostasy) occurs 
and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the man doomed to destruction.” (NIV).  Many will eventually discard the Savior and treat Him as a 
phase of life but how can we avoid this same fate?  First, trust in Christ.  He is the only one that can keep us in God.  Second, we are told in 
1 Timothy 4:16 to persevere in faith and grow in our knowledge of Him.
