  Food For Thought    Revisited   With Elder Eric 
Do God’s commands seem downright difficult if not impossible at times? He says “make disciples of all nations (Matt. 28:19), “love your 
enemies” (Matt. 544), and that we must daily take up our cross and follow Him (Luke 9:23). However just like Gideon was commanded to 
defeat thousands of Midianites with three hundred men, when God calls us to do something, He makes the impossible possible. The only 
thing that inhibits success to God’s calling and plans on our life is our own disobedience. God will never expect us to fulfill His will in our own 
strength, but just as He guided Gideon step by step to defeat the Midianites, as we spend time daily in prayer and His word and allow our 
lives to be aligned with His will, the impossible becomes possible. Something to think about…
